On a motion by Trustee Cantor and seconded by Trustee Carbray the
revised agenda was accepted as circulated.

Mr. Kruger directed the committee to agenda Item #1, Approval of the Minutes of the
Financial Affairs Committee Meeting of March 26, 2014.

Matthew Larson, Director of Procurement, reviewed the contracts presented for approval on
agenda Item #2, Contracts and Agreements for Approval.
